ACTIVE SHOOTER

s an unfortunate reality of the times we live, where active
shooters continue to exist. 51, schools must prepare for an
active shooter on campus and consider how to respond should
a tragedy occur, Every situation is different. We encourage our
CcaMPuEs community always to be prepared.

CALL 911 and EVACUATE IF POSSIBLE
+ Have an escape route and plan in mind.

+ Evacuate regardless of whether others agree
to follow you.

» Leave your belongings behind.
» Help others escape if possible.
- Do not attempt to move wounded people.

« Prevent others from entering an area where
the active shooter could be located.

+ Keep your hands visible.
» Follow the instructions of any police officers.

HIDE HIDE HIDE AND TRY TO REMAIN CALM

If evacuation is impossible, hide where the shooter is
less likely 1o find you and out of the active shooter's view
Hide behind or under large furniture but do not restrict
YOUr mavement.

CALL 911 If possible to alert the police 10 the active
shooter's location. If you cannot speak, leave your phone
on and allow the dispatcher to listen,

If the active shooter is nearty, STAY QUIET, KEEP YOUR
PHOME SILENT or turn any other source of noise.

To prevent an active shooter from entering your hiding
place, lock the door If possible and blockade it with heavy
furniture

AS A LAST RESORT, TAKE ACTION
AGAINST THE ACTIVE SHOOTER
